The issue of Compulsory Purchase Notices to many in the Parish of Takeley has understandably worried our community.  However, the situation is not as cut and dried as BAA is making out and the whole process of securing the right to compulsorily purchase land and property is much more complex and lengthy than BAA admits, and would be dependent on permission being given for a second runway which would not be before late 2010 at the earliest.  
 
If you are affected, it is recommended you take professional advice NOW in time to make an appropriate response to the CPO notices to reserve your position and rights - whatever you eventually decide to do.  The Royal Institution of Chartered Surveyors has a Compulsory Purchase Helpline on 0870 333 1600 which puts people in touch with experienced chartered surveyors in the local area who will provide up to 30 minutes of free advice.  See also their website on www.rics.org.
