· No complaints received from passengers for sometime.(if you do want to make comment please contact Phyllis or the Parish Council)

· 3 new bus shelters will replace the existing stands in Parsonage Road shortly.

· There is a new bus shelter opposite Coopers Villas (this was positioned in error but will remain)
· A new bus stop sign has been requested for the Green Man.

· In September the village link bus No. 7 will be replaced by the 301which will run hourly, each way, between Stansted Airport, via Takeley and Takeley Street, to Bishop’s Stortford then onto Saffron Walden via a number of villages. · Concessionary passes can still be used on the X30 to Southend.

· The issue of buses not go into the Tesco’s site at Great Dunmow as they used to. This is under review but will not be resolved in the near future.
