ESSEX COUNTY COUNCIL HIGHWAYS PARKING RESTRICTION SCHEME

This is an experimental scheme that will reviewed by ECC at the end of the summer period to measure the affect on off-airport parking. Following a number of complaints by residents Highways Dept have commented that:

· The scheme was implemented as a result of residents requesting support for a scheme to reduce off-airport parking.

·  The restriction times were originally agreed by consultation with residents

· Highways policy will not provide resident permits where off street parking is provided (the number of cars is not a factor)
