Mr. Trevor Allen & others v UK Government
 Stansted Airport Blight

Takeley Parish Council is naturally disappointed that the European Court of Human Rights ruled against our case on the grounds that there was no breach of the convention on Human Rights, concluding that the government's support of the HOSS scheme put forward by BAA was allowable 
Under the ‘margin of discretion’ allowed to national authorities.


However, this does not alter our view that BAA has treated this community in a shoddy manner which effectively excludes hundreds of homeowners within our parish and beyond from compensation for the generalised blight which the second runway plans have created. 

The situation is exacerbated by the fact that while the likelihood of a second runway is slipping further and further into the future, BAA's failure to withdraw its planning application for these major expansion plans which it knows to be little more than a pipe dream will perpetuate the blight for many more years to come.  The airport operator should look again at the damage its unrealistic proposals have caused and do the decent thing by cancelling its application forthwith.  This will enable our community to start to rebuild the damage which its unjustifiable and unnecessary airport expansion plans have done over the last seven years.
Takeley Parish Council continues to have strong reservations about BAA’s current behaviour towards its tenants, maintenance of the property owned in Takeley, and current and ongoing compensation claims.
