	08/24 Welcome and apologies: Chairman Clr. Richard Cheetham opened the meeting and received apologies as above.

08/26 Minutes: The minutes of the 9th January 2008 meeting, which had been circulated previously, were approved as a true record and signed by the Chairman.




08/27 Matters Arising:

· Street lighting at Priors Green in Broadfield Road/Hope End area is the responsibility of Barratt Homes. Andrew Fisher, Site Manager for Countryside will discuss with a view to turning the lights off after working hours.
· Fields in Trust ‘Deeds of Dedication Scheme’ will be debated further at a future meeting.
OPEN FORUM:
District Cllr Jackie Cheetham reported:

· The BAA G2 planning application for a second runway at Stansted Airport will be in 4 parts:-

Runway, Terminal, Infrastructure, Listed Buildings and will be submitted mid/late March.

Surrounding local authorities are working together to oppose G2.

It is anticipated that the G2 application will go to public inquiry at the end of 2008. 

· The Inspectors Report from the G1 inquiry in currently with the Secretary of State.

· Local Development Plan/ Core Strategy - officers report has been delayed until Spring due to the volume of responses to the consultation (originally due 13/3/08).
· As a result UDC’s ‘serious financial situation’ a number of redundancies have been made to balance the finances. The Council aims to be back on track within the next 2 years. UDC is determined to maintain/improve services. 
· At UDC Development Control Committee meeting 6/2/08, the 3 planning applications for the community facilities (community hall, retails outlets & offices/health facilities had been approved. The community hall will be enlarged to incorporate indoor sports. The convenience store will be permitted to open from 06.30 - 22.00 (a reduction in opening hrs from original application).
· TPC is working with Little Canfield Parish Council to arrange a meeting with UDC to discuss the Priors Green S106 agreements to encourage a coordinated approach to the delivery of community facilities across both parishes.
