1. Minutes of the 2006 AGM were agreed.

2. Trustees: - it was agreed that the 4 existing Trustees present would remain in post. Trevor Allen agreed to become an additional Trustee. Heather Rogers would be contacted to ask if she wished to remain as a Trustee for 2006-07.

3. Barrie Pountain was re-elected Chairman. 

4. David Fossett was re-elected Treasurer.

5. It was agreed that Jane Heskey, as part of her duties as the new Clerk of Takeley Parish Council, be asked to act as Secretary to the Trustees from Jan 2007.

6. It was agreed that the Management Committee for 2005-2006 would consist of the 6 newly elected Trustees (above).

7. The 2005-2006 Accounts were published & agreed – the balance at 30.3.2006 was £12,551. Income was £9726 & Expenditure £4874. 

8. Insurance 2006/7 – It was agreed to continue with Aon Allianz Cornhill’s Village Hall scheme. An increased re-building value of £150k would be made when the insurance schedule was renewed in Feb 2007.

9. Village Hall Maintenance: external lighting, roof slates, corrugated roofing to the store room, brick work pointing, chimney stack repairs, hut demolition & asbestos removal had occurred during the year. Grounds maintenance was now financed from Village Hall funds. 

The Chairman would arrange for the annual electrical inspection & estimates for external security lights. The annual building inspection would take place in Spring 2007. The school bell would be hung in the reception area.

10. Village Hall Lettings – ADAS had asked to renew their annual letting agreement. 

11. Stansted Airport Expansion – the Trustees had submitted an outline planning application to UDC for a Certificate of Alternative Appropriate Development (CADD), in order to maximise the potential financial value of the hall as a community asset, should BAA attempt to acquire the hall. No decision had yet been reached by UDC.
