This will set out a vision for the District up to 2021 and contain the policies that will be used to decide how Uttlesford should develop over the next 15 years. The policies in the Core Strategy must be consistent with the East of England Plan which is the development strategy for the whole of our region, and the community plan which has the key themes of community safety, conservation of the environment, health, transport and economic well being. The key diagram is a map which shows where major development will take place and how this links with the main transport routes and neighbouring districts. All the other planning documents in the Local Development Framework must be in line with the Core Strategy.
