	09/119 Welcome and apologies: Chairman Clr. Richard Cheetham opened the meeting, welcomed members and visitors, and received apologies as above. TPC agreed to move items relating to Traffic Calming in Takeley Street & Silver Jubilee Hall development to the front of the agenda.
09/120 Declarations of Interest: Clr David Daykin expressed an interest in SJH development as a member of the management committee.
Members were reminded that they should declare relevant interests at each meeting for items on the agenda and to request a ‘Change Form’ if their circumstances have changed and their register needs amending.

09/121 Minutes:
 The minutes of the 6th May 2009 Annual General meeting, which had been circulated previously, were approved as a true record and signed by the Chairman.

09/122 Traffic Calming in Takeley Street (previously circulated)

Chairman Richard Cheetham thanked residents of Takeley Street for organising the survey of Takeley Street residents.
63 responses received. Residents preferred choices:

1) Option 3 - Refuge islands

2) Option 6 - Rumble strip & pinch points

3) Option 7 - Pavement widening

It was felt that ECC has not offered the best engineering solution i.e vertical solutions (humps, table etc) why?

Mr. Martin Peachey offered to assist TPC to request the most effective solution before agreeing the optimum choice. It is likely that 2 engineered solutions are required.

Average speed cameras are another alternative.

Concerns re noise of rumble strips.

TPC agreed to write to ECC with questions raised and to arrange a meeting to discuss technical details.
09/123 Silver Jubilee Hall Development (previously circulated)

Clr David Daykin announced:

· Essex Environment Trust competition to win £100k result of SJH application is expected in July.
· Confirmed tender of hall development results in total cost of £260k

· Plans for the Sports & social Club/youth provision – SJH Committee has applied for 2 modest grants (UDC & Stansted Airport Community Trust) to complete preparatory work (planning application, architect fees etc).

· A Lottery application is dependent upon the Sports & Social Club plans being finalised with planning consent/building regulations.

· SJH Committee hopes for £100k contribution from the local community via TPC.

· TPC requested 4 points of information:

-consultation: did the consultation conclusively demonstrate that residents of Takeley support such a large investment (£1m project potentially)?

-Will the development compliment rather than conflict with the new community facilities at Priors Green?

-Has SJH Committee projected how the investment will increase the use of the hall in the future (costs v income)

-Specifically, how will the £100k be used? On hall development only or towards development of hall, Sports & Social Club/youth provision combined.

· TPC Chairman, Richard Cheetham reiterated support for SJH Committee. TPC needs to ask questions to obtain information and evidence before agreeing any sizeable  financial contribution to ensure that the community understands what will be delivered and at what cost.
· Clr David Daykin responded:

-SJH Committee had prepared professional costings

-There had been a 6 ½ % response to consultation questionnaire.

-Priors Green community facility was an unknown quantity

-SJH Future income was unknown.

-SJH Committee requests that TPC contribute rather than lend to this project

-SJH Committee requires the support of TPC before it can canvass funders for matching funds.

· As TPC rep. on SJH Committee, Clr Trevor Allen acknowledged that the Silver Jubilee Hall will be the centre of the community for the future and supports the development of these facilities.

· TPC resolved to:

1. Contribute £12.5k towards the professional fees to develop plans for the Sports & Social Club/youth provision (architect fees, planning application/building regulations etc)

2. Arrange a public meeting in the Autumn to gain a mandate to contribute a substantial sum (tbc) to the SJH project. Date and resolution to be confirmed at the July meeting.
